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Welcome to the new school year! Our school has 
been scrubbed from top to bottom and we are 
ready for another exciting and challenging year.  

This year, we are proud to report that our students again made 
significant growth in achievement! I will share our school’s 
information at the October PTA meeting.   

We are very proud of our school and continue to work toward 
improving student learning. One of our goals this year is to continue to reinforce positive learning 
behaviors. We know there is a strong connection between student success at school and a positive 
learning environment. Behavioral research suggests that being explicit about behavioral expectations, 
providing support to help students meet expectations, monitoring individual and school wide behavior, 
and providing appropriate consequences along with frequent positive reinforcement can reduce 
discipline problems and help teachers and students recover valuable instructional time. 

This year, Cipriani School is implementing a school-wide good citizenship program. The program 
includes appropriate consequences along with positive reinforcement. At home, you can reinforce 
positive behaviors during evening discussions with your child. You may want to ask the following 
questions: “What does it mean to treat other people with respect? What do you like most about the way 
people treat each other here at school? How can we make our school environment more respectful?” 

Another goal at Cipriani is to provide more opportunities for parents and community members to 
volunteer in our classrooms. If you are interested in devoting some time each week to help our students 
read more fluently, work on their math facts, or help individual students in our after school homework 
center, we would love to work with you! Hours are very flexible. We’ll give you all of the materials; 
all we ask of you is your time. 

Again, welcome back to school. We are looking forward to another wonderful school year! 
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Welcome Back to our returning families and  welcome to our new ones! 

I thought that I would use our first newsletter to inform/remind parents of what the school 
office can and can’t do in regards to health issues.   

Please note that medication of any kind is prohibited in school unless a physician-signed 
medical “hold harmless” form is on file in the office.  This form is required for ANY type of 
‘medication,’ prescription OR over-the-counter, including cough drops, sunscreen, chap 
stick, saline eye drops and nose spray, lotions, bug spray, antacids, and anti-bacterial 

ointments.  The forms are available in the office. 

If a child feels ill, I will take their temperature, have them lay down for awhile and, if they don’t feel better, 
I will call the parents.  For cuts, scrapes, and bruises, I can only clean with water and apply band aids, then 
ice, if needed.   For head bumps and falls, I will ice and then call the parent, if needed, as I cannot 
definitively assess sprains from possible fractures, or head bumps from possible concussions, and would 
rather err on the side of caution.  If a child asks to call their parent, I will do so and let you talk to them. 

The following symptoms automatically require a parent to come pick-up their child:  onset of a rash, 
possible pink-eye, any fever over 99, vomiting, lice, or any injury that we feel we cannot accurately assess.    

I would also like to request that you help us by keeping your child home if they are sick – either running a 
fever, have green/yellow runny nose discharge,  or uncontrollable coughing.

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Cipriani will soon be starting its third year of Art in Action, an art curriculum that focuses on art 
appreciation, art history and art techniques.  Classes will begin in October for most first-fifth grade 
classrooms. 
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The Art in Action program is taught by trained volunteer docents and teachers. A guided discussion about 
an art masterpiece is followed by a demonstration of techniques and a hands-on art project. Each of the  
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lessons explores a different artist and a different medium. Docents provide biographical 
information about the artist and help students learn to analyze a work of art. Through open-
ended interpretive questions, students are encouraged to share ideas about what they see 
and to respond to the observations of other students. As they examine a work of art they 
learn to look more closely, to articulate their ideas, and to support their theories. 

 
 
This year your child will learn about 8-12 artists and create related projects, including lessons on portraits, 
still life, landscape, and abstract art using a variety of media.  The lessons conform to the California State 
standards. 

We have a wonderful group of parent volunteers this year who are the backbone of this program.  If you 
would like to get involved, we can always use extra hands.

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The first week of scheduled library classes I always welcome the students   
“To Your Enchanted Kingdom” which of course is the Cipriani Library.  

 I say this to the students because every book they read or their parents read to them will open a whole new 
world in which to use their imagination. Books can take you to countries you have never visited or things 
you would like to experience such as what it is like to ride a unicorn.  The best thing about a book is you 
can travel and still be in your pajamas. 

There is a book in the Everyone Section called No, David!  by David Shannon. This is the first book I read 
to the classes. It shows the students how not to act when in the library. He is always making the wrong 
choices like using his outdoor voice instead of his indoor voice in the library. Through a comedy of errors 
he shows the students how not to act when in the library.  
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To help your child on his or her Library Day one tip would be to have a special spot on 
the bookshelf to place his or her library book. This could be a spot in the kitchen, 
bedroom or living room. Then when running out the door on Library Day your child can 
quickly find their book to return to the library.   

The children enjoy coming to the library both at their weekly visits and at the morning and 
afternoon recesses. This year I will be able to have the library open from Monday through 
Friday.  The children will be the little ones that benefit and grow into wonderful friends and 
neighbors of our community. 

Finally, I would like to invite anyone who wishes to contribute to the library to come in and 
lend a hand. Some assistance would be appreciated in such tasks as:  shelving books and 
decorating for a special event. This could be accomplished in as little as 10 or 15 minutes.
